Manchester Terriers (standard, toy). Chihuahuas (smooth coat, long coat). English Toy spaniels (King Charles & Ruby, Blenheim & Prince Charles). Poodles (toy, miniature, standard).

2. The following categories or dogs may be entered and shown in Best of Breed competition. Dogs that are Champions of Record and dogs, which, according to their owner’s records, have completed the requirements for a championship, but whose championships are unconfirmed. The showing of unconfirmed Champions in Best of Breed competition is limited to a period of 90 days from the date of the show where the dog completed the requirements for a championship.

3. (Dog Show Class) Consult the classification in this premium list. If the dog show class in which you are entering your dog is divided, then, in addition to designating the class, specify the particular division of the class in which you are entering your dog, i.e., age division, color division, weight division.

4. A dog must be entered in the name of the person who actually owned it at the time entries for a show closed. If a registered dog has been acquired by a new owner it must be entered in the name of its new owner in any show for which entries closed after the date of acquirement, regardless of whether the new owner has received the registration certificate indicating that the dog is recorded in his name. Each dog handled in a regular Junior Showmanship Class must be entered and shown in one of the breed or obedience classes at the show, or must be entered for Junior Showmanship only. However, a dog that must be withdrawn for good and sufficient reason, such as a bitch in season, or a veterinarian’s excuse, may be replaced by another dog meeting the below ownership requirements. Such substitutions must be requested in writing stating the reason for the substitution and must be accompanied by an official AKC entry form.  All such requests must be made one half hour prior to the judging of junior showmanship. Each dog must be owned, or co-owned by the Junior Handler, or by the Junior Handler’s father, mother, brother, sister, uncle, aunt, grandfather, grandmother, including the corresponding step and half relations. Every dog entered for Junior Showmanship must be eligible to compete in Dog Shows or in Obedience Trials. BITCHES IN SEASON ARE NOT ELIGIBLE. At a Specialty show, each dog must be of the breed for which the show is held. A dog that has been rejected, dismissed or excused by the veterinarian for the protection of other dogs at the show or for the protection of the dog excused, may not be handled in Junior Showmanship. Entries of regular Junior Showmanship Classes shall close at the same time that entries close for this show.

Winning first place in an Open Junior Showmanship Class at this show may qualify, or count toward qualification of entry in certain future Junior Showmanship Classes. For information on the eligibility requirements for Limited Junior Showmanship Classes which have been approved to date by the AKC, write to AKC, Show Plans, 51 Madison Avenue, New York, NY 10010.
